The Deep End. “Zacchaeus”





   It was because of the crowd that Zacchaeus could not see Jesus. Today’s Gospel brings up questions for us about who we are preventing having an experience of Jesus because we deem them unworthy or ‘sinner’. Zacchaeus as a chief Roman tax collector would have been seen as part of the Roman regime and an exploiter. Zacchaeus does not let that stop him, and climbs a tree to make sure he can get a glimpse of the preacher that everyone is talking about. Jesus seeks out the lost and sees Zacchaeus. He reaches out to him immediately and with urgency saying he ‘must’ stay at Zacchaeus’ house. It is God’s plan, it is a necessity.


   Zacchaeus offers the strictest requirement in the Old Testament for restituation ‘four times the amount’. But notice that Jesus reaches out before Zacchaeus offers compensation for his crimes. God’s love is unconditional and eternal. The encounter with Jesus has let Zacchaeus to be witness to restoration and solidarity. He wants to restore justice to the situations he has created. Whether it was the crowd, greed, politics or corruption that was preventing Zacchaeus from seeing Jesus, he has been welcomed back to the table with urgency. Jesus is waiting to be invited in ‘today’. The complaints and negativity continue in the background, suggesting he is not good enough… but none of that matters.

Why is November Month of the Holy Souls?


      In Catholic tradition November is a month of prayer for the dead.


       The practice of praying for the dead is rooted first in the Christian belief in the everlasting life promised in Jesus’ teachings and foreshadowed by his disciple’s experience that God has raised him from the dead. After death, even though separated from our earthly body, we yet continue a personal existence. It is as living persons that God invites us into a relationship whose life transcends us by theirs.


      Praying for the dead has further origins in our belief in the communion of saints. Members of this community who are living, often assist each other in faith by prayers and other forms of spiritual support. Christians who have died continue to be members of the communion of saints. We believe that we can assist them by our prayers, and they can assist us by theirs.


     Our prayers for the dead express the hope that God will free the person who has died from any burden of sin and prepare a place for him or her in heaven. Death remains a mystery for us- a great unknown. Yet Christian language evokes a hopeful imagination in the presence of death, an assurance that our love, linked to Christ’s love, can help bridge whatever barriers might keep those whom we love from fully enjoying the presence of a loving and life-giving God.

      HOLY SOULS IN  NOVEMBER


As we remember our dead in November, we also think especially of those who are bereaved. One thirteenth century Irish poet expresses this pain poignantly on the death of his young son, Aonghus: ‘Only on loan had I Aonghus from God… he has gone to another father’. Calling him his ‘young hero’ and his ‘eye’s treasure’, he expressed what many bereaved parents feel: why could I not die before he did? Instead, ‘for the Lord of Heaven have I reared Aonghus, the half of my heart’. There were no easy answers in the thirteenth century; nor are there today.

“DAY FOR LIFE”





In a special message to Catholics across Britain and Ireland for the annual Day for Life, Pope Francis has emphasised the need to care for life from conception to natural end.


In his message, he says that all life has inestimable value ‘even the weakest and most vulnerable, the sick, the old, the unborn and the poor, are masterpieces of God’s creation, made in his own image, destined to live for ever, and deserving of the utmost reverence and respect.’


He has promised his prayers that ‘Day for Life will help to ensure that human life always receives the protection that it is due.’


Over half-a-million leaflets have been sent to parishes in England and Wales in readiness for Day for Life – Sunday, 28 July.


The theme of the Day is ‘Care for Life – It’s Worth It’ taken from a homily preached by Cardinal Bergoglio in 2005 during a Mass in honour of the protector of Pregnant Women, Saint Raymond Nonnatus.


Within this homily, the now Pope Francis said:


“All of us must care for life, cherish life, with tenderness, warmth… to give life is to open (our) heart, and to care for life is to (give oneself) in tenderness and warmth for others, to have concern in my heart for others.


“Caring for life from the beginning to the end. What a simple thing, what a beautiful thing… So, go forth and don’t be discouraged. Care for life. It’s worth it.”


This year’s Day for Life focuses on care for unborn children and their mothers; care for people who are elderly and care for those who are suicidal and their families.


One of its key aims is to build an environment of compassion and care that nurtures and sustains life, even in the most challenging of human events and personal circumstances.





Message from Pope Francis to Catholics in Ireland, Scotland, England and Wales


“Calling to mind the teaching of Saint Irenaeus that the glory of God is seen in a living human being, the Holy Father encourages all of you to let the light of that glory shine so brightly that everyone may come to recognise the inestimate value of all human life.


Even the weakest and most vulnerable, the sick, the old, the unborn and the poor, are masterpieces of God’s creation, made in his own image, destined to live for ever, and deserving of the utmost reverence and respect.
