The Deep End. “Where are you going?”


  ‘To you, my God, I lift my soul’ – these are the very first words we hear this Advent, in the Entrance Antiphon of today’s Mass.


  The word Advent comes from the Latin ‘adventus’, meaning ‘coming’. There is a sense of movement and anticipation. The tradition of the Advent calendar is one way to bring this movement to life. The Lord is coming. We are moving towards Christmas. We are lifting our souls towards God. And we are moving always towards the end times and the second coming, as Jesus himself reminds us in today’s Gospel.


   A couple of questions we could reflect on today: Why do we need this ‘lead-in’ time to Christmas? What are my hopes and goals for Advent? Where do I want to be in my faith journey, come Christmas day? American baseball legend Yogi Berra once said: ‘If you don’t know where you are going, you might wind up someplace else.’ If we decide we want to get somewhere, we have to take steps to get there – for example, when we decide on a particular career path we have to undertake the right training and experience. Perhaps this Advent we would like to spend more time in prayer, to be more patient, or to get involved in our local community. What is the point of Advent, if we don’t end up somewhere different from where we started?


  There is a sense of anticipation in today’s readings. Saint Paul tells us ‘the night is almost over, it will be daylight soon.’ We need to get moving.

      HOLY SOULS IN  NOVEMBER

One thirteenth century Irish poet expresses this pain poignantly on the death of his young son, Aonghus: ‘Only on loan had I Aonghus from God… he has gone to another father’. Calling him his ‘young hero’ and his ‘eye’s treasure’, he expressed what many bereaved parents feel: why could I not die before he did? Instead, ‘for the Lord of Heaven have I reared Aonghus, the half of my heart’. There were no easy answers in the thirteenth century; nor are there today. The Dutch Christian, Corrie Ten Boom (1892 – 1983), who famously sheltered Jews in her watch shop in Haarlem before being taken to Ravensbruck concentration camp, had good reason to consider the problem of evil. Her sister Betsie, who died there, had nevertheless maintained that ‘there is no pit so deep that God is not deeper still’. As a little girl, Corrie’s father once explained to her that just as he gave little Corrie her train ticket immediately before departure, so too would her Father in Heaven give her the strength needed to cope with a loved one’s death when the time came.

“DAY FOR LIFE”





In a special message to Catholics across Britain and Ireland for the annual Day for Life, Pope Francis has emphasised the need to care for life from conception to natural end.


In his message, he says that all life has inestimable value ‘even the weakest and most vulnerable, the sick, the old, the unborn and the poor, are masterpieces of God’s creation, made in his own image, destined to live for ever, and deserving of the utmost reverence and respect.’


He has promised his prayers that ‘Day for Life will help to ensure that human life always receives the protection that it is due.’


Over half-a-million leaflets have been sent to parishes in England and Wales in readiness for Day for Life – Sunday, 28 July.


The theme of the Day is ‘Care for Life – It’s Worth It’ taken from a homily preached by Cardinal Bergoglio in 2005 during a Mass in honour of the protector of Pregnant Women, Saint Raymond Nonnatus.


Within this homily, the now Pope Francis said:


“All of us must care for life, cherish life, with tenderness, warmth… to give life is to open (our) heart, and to care for life is to (give oneself) in tenderness and warmth for others, to have concern in my heart for others.


“Caring for life from the beginning to the end. What a simple thing, what a beautiful thing… So, go forth and don’t be discouraged. Care for life. It’s worth it.”


This year’s Day for Life focuses on care for unborn children and their mothers; care for people who are elderly and care for those who are suicidal and their families.


One of its key aims is to build an environment of compassion and care that nurtures and sustains life, even in the most challenging of human events and personal circumstances.





Message from Pope Francis to Catholics in Ireland, Scotland, England and Wales


“Calling to mind the teaching of Saint Irenaeus that the glory of God is seen in a living human being, the Holy Father encourages all of you to let the light of that glory shine so brightly that everyone may come to recognise the inestimate value of all human life.


Even the weakest and most vulnerable, the sick, the old, the unborn and the poor, are masterpieces of God’s creation, made in his own image, destined to live for ever, and deserving of the utmost reverence and respect.
