FRACTURED PRESENCE


  Where would be without technology? But there are downsides – I have been known to catch myself, for example, carrying out a task on my laptop, with the TV on the background, and of course my phone beside me alerting me to various things. Talk about zoned out.


  It brings to mind a documentary I saw recently about teenager’ use of social media. In it, a mother described her son’s interaction with her while he was also using his phone or laptop as ‘fractured presence’, though she admitted to being guilty of the same thing when on her own computer. Try talking to anyone who is texting or scrolling through Facebook as you’re speaking to them. At best you are getting about half of their full attention.


  Our world is full of new ways of communicating. But what about allowing our own light to really shine for others? Jesus warns against hiding out light under a tub. We can have a tendency to hide behind our computer or smartphone screen. How real are our interactions with others online? And when we are spending time with family or friends, are we really present?


  Patrick Kavanagh once wrote: ‘We have tested and tasted too much, lover – through a chink too wide there comes in no wonder’. Are we allowing ourselves the time and space to let the light of the world in, and to allow our own light to shine out? A new way to think about Jesus’ instruction about not hiding our light! “DAY FOR LIFE”





In a special message to Catholics across Britain and Ireland for the annual Day for Life, Pope Francis has emphasised the need to care for life from conception to natural end.


In his message, he says that all life has inestimable value ‘even the weakest and most vulnerable, the sick, the old, the unborn and the poor, are masterpieces of God’s creation, made in his own image, destined to live for ever, and deserving of the utmost reverence and respect.’


He has promised his prayers that ‘Day for Life will help to ensure that human life always receives the protection that it is due.’


Over half-a-million leaflets have been sent to parishes in England and Wales in readiness for Day for Life – Sunday, 28 July.


The theme of the Day is ‘Care for Life – It’s Worth It’ taken from a homily preached by Cardinal Bergoglio in 2005 during a Mass in honour of the protector of Pregnant Women, Saint Raymond Nonnatus.


Within this homily, the now Pope Francis said:


“All of us must care for life, cherish life, with tenderness, warmth… to give life is to open (our) heart, and to care for life is to (give oneself) in tenderness and warmth for others, to have concern in my heart for others.


“Caring for life from the beginning to the end. What a simple thing, what a beautiful thing… So, go forth and don’t be discouraged. Care for life. It’s worth it.”


This year’s Day for Life focuses on care for unborn children and their mothers; care for people who are elderly and care for those who are suicidal and their families.


One of its key aims is to build an environment of compassion and care that nurtures and sustains life, even in the most challenging of human events and personal circumstances.

“Calling to mind the teaching of Saint Irenaeus that the glory of God is seen in a living human being, the Holy Father encourages all of you to let the light of that glory shine so brightly that everyone may come to recognise the inestimate value of all human life.
